The meeting was called to order by President Shirley Bel-
linghausen.

The next section on the Support 
menu is Utilities with 7 items.  First 
of these is Clipbook, a utility that 
works with any Windows application 
to store multiple items, called 
“clips,” in an unlimited number of 
clipboards. Clips can be sounds, text 
and graphics and can be shared with 
other users over a network. This sec-
tion also comes with extensive help. 
Next is the Conversion Utility which 
can convert your document into any 
number of WordPerfect or even 
Macintosh versions, Perfect Script 
which can be used to play and com-
pile macros to find errors (full name 
Perfect Script Debugger).  Then 
Quick Finder Manager which offers 
choices for Standard or Custom Fast 
Search Setup which you create. 
There is also extensive help organ-
ized by title or index and even a 
“Find” to further customize your 
search for help. Quick Finder 
Searcher lists all files and folders so 
you can search for a specific item in 
a single file or folder. There is no 
“Help” option here. Instead, I got a 
message to contact the vendor for an 
updated Help file. Then comes a 
Spell Utility. Here you can add or 
delete specific words or merge a 
WP12 document, ANSI or ASCII 
with the WP12 dictionary. Last is the 
WP XML Project Designer in which 
you can create, open, edit and save 
XML document layouts. There are 
sample template files and 14 help 
topics. 
 

Next on this WP Office 12 menu is 
New Project, listing Presentations 
from which you can choose any one 
of 13 different slide shows including 
such topics as Annual Report, 
Budget Report, Business Plan, Mar-
ket Research, Product Launch, Sales, 
Teaching and Training, Welcome or 
a topic of your own choosing. 
 

Presentations is the next listing on 
the menu. Here, you can choose ei-
ther the WP or the MS Powerpoint 
mode. Choosing the WP mode, the 
first screen offers a number of op-
tions from several categories to se-

lect the way your slide show will 
look. Creating a presentation seems 
to be rather straightforward with a 
wide variety of options arranged 
across the top of the screen and 
down the left side, much like Power-
point. There is an index of Help top-
ics plus a tab called “Corel Knowl-
edge Base” you can use to download 
information from the Internet. 
 

Product Update is next to the last 
item on this menu. Here’s where you 
can get the latest updates for WP12 
Office . 
 

Finally is the selection, WordPerfect, 
which launches this outstanding 
word processing program—if it isn’t 
already listed on your opening Start 
screen where mine is. 
 

All in all, the basic word processing 
aspects of this program are easy to 
use—even for a beginner or a new-
comer to WordPerfect. I would like 
to have seen explanations of CARM 
and XML in the User Guide, begin-
ning with listings in the index. I did 
contact online support for an expla-
nation of CARM with a response 
promised within 24 hours. A satis-
factory response arrived much 
sooner. There are also other support 
options. However, most of them are 
limited by the company’s office 
hours M-F 6AM-4PM Pacific Time. 
If you want to pay for tech support, 
you may do so using Corel’s 900 
number—also during the afore-
mentioned business hours. 
 

For more help, three independent 
WP12 reference manuals are also 
recommended by Corel:  
1. Absolute Beginners Guide to 
WordPerfect 12 by Laura Acklen;   
2. WordPerfect 12 for Dummies by 
Margaret Levine Young and David 
C. Kay; and 3. WordPerfect 12: A 
Quick Application and Reference 

Manual by Irma Langston. Also 
available is a computer-based train-
ing video at www.lynda.com offer-
ing Learning Corel WordPerfect 
with David Rivers.

You get an overview of WP12 Office 
when you click START, All Pro-
grams, WordPerfect 12—another 
menu opens to the right, offering 6 
choices.  The first, Support, lists 6 
options beginning with the “CARM 
Organizer,” the Corel Applications 
Recovery Manager, a nifty little pro-
gram that rescues and saves your 
stuff if any part of the program 
should crash. It even has its own 
Help pull-down menu as well as 
hard-copy help in the User Guide. 
Next under Support is “MicroSoft 
Office Compatibility” which pro-
vides help with transitioning from 
MS Office to WP Office, from Word 
to WordPerfect and from MS Power-
point to WP Presentations. There are 
also lists of FAQ’s in each section as 
well as a help index to better help 
you find what you are looking for 
when you are transitioning to any of 
the Corel products above and Quat-
tro Pro. And if you still can’t find the 
help you’re looking for, WP also in-
cludes a “Find” so you can customize 
your search for help. Next is 
“Product Registration” in case you 
haven’ t  a l ready  r eg i s t e r ed , 
“Technical Support Help,” and 
“Technical Support Online” which I 
used to get more info about CARM 
Organizer. The response was prom-
ised within 24 hours but it appeared 
within a much shorter period of time 
and it was a complete enough answer 
to fill my request. The last section 
under Support is called User Guide 
(.PDF), which is used to publish WP 
documents and Presentations slide 
shows to PDF. Adobe Acrobat 
Reader then allows you to print, view 
and share the PDF files. Detailed 
help is provided in the User Guide.

Review of  
WordPerfect Office 12 

Part 3

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If the density (squares per inch) of the 
scanned picture is not an exact multi-
ple of the pixel density of the scanner, 
computer screen, or printer, an inter-
ference pattern occurs. They may also 
appear if the original photo is slightly 
rotated after scanning. 
 
Colored pictures from publications 
may also give you interference pat-
terns. For these, the halftone process 
uses filters to split the image into 
more than one black-gray-white 
photo, with each photo representing 
the intensities for each color.  In each 
resulting halftone, the blob pattern is 
slightly offset from that of the other 
halftones. The picture is reproduced 
by printing the same paper once for 
each halftone, in the corresponding 
color. The printing press does not 
print one color on top of another be-
cause of the slight offset of the half-
tones.  

You can get rid of the interference 
pattern by processing the picture with 
any photo software package that has a 
“blur” or “soften” selection. For ex-
ample, in Paint Shop Pro, the IM-
AGE/SOFTEN menu selection 
spreads the black blobs so that the 
fuzzy bars magically disappear.  �

If you scan a photo from a newspa-
per or magazine, then examine the 
results on your computer screen, you 
may see a criss-cross pattern of fuzzy 
lines over the entire print. If you 
print the scanned photo, you may 
also see such a pattern. This happens 
because pictures in newspapers and 
magazines are printed in a “halftone” 
mode. 

The halftone process was invented 
when it was desired to print black-
gray-white photographs using a 
printing press that used only single-
color black ink. In this process, the 
photo is divided into a pattern of 
small squares, then each square is 
replaced with a black “blob” of a size 
proportional to the average shade of 
black in the square. For example: a 
white square remains white; a light 
gray square becomes a small black 
blob; a dark gray square becomes a 
larger black blob; a black square re-
mains black. The gray shades were 
called “half-tones”, which explains 
the name of the process. Originally, 
the conversion was done by re-
photographing the picture with a 
camera that contained a wire screen. 
then developing the picture in a high-
contrast mode. Nowadays, the proc-
ess can be accomplished on a com-
puter. 

WordPerfect 12 is quite suitable for 
anyone who uses word processing 
for even the most basic project. This 
is such a powerful program, how-
ever, that it also allows the most de-
manding user to incorporate col-
umns, tables and even the most com-
plex research tools using tables of 
contents, indices, footnotes and end-
notes. Anyone in the legal field will 
find a complete array of easy-to-use 
formats and tables unique to this pro-
fession. Since I have done a lot of 
writing, I have often made use of 
WordPerfect’s tools like footnotes 
and endnotes, indices and tables of 
contents. As a result, I believe the 
cost is well worth it to facilitate 
one’s more complex writing assign-
ments.  
 

I did not examine the spreadsheet 
program, Quattro Pro, since I have 
no knowledge in this area, but I did 
like the slide show program, Presen-
tations, and plan to use it to create 
slide shows in the future. 
 

As for the price, you can go to 
Corel.com and find a 30-day fully 
functional trial version which in-
cludes WP12, Quattro Pro and Pres-
entations. All purchases from Corel 
have a 30-day money back guarantee 
with “No questions asked!” Corel 
seems to have created here a fool-
proof trial system. 
You can buy online 
directly from Corel 
either the full version 
(the one reviewed 
here) for $299.99 or 
$149.99 for the up-
grade. If you want to 
download the full 
version, it’ll cost $239.99 or for the 
upgrade, $129.99, but these do not 
include the disks or the User Guide.
