
Election Committee 

This is the time of year when the 
President calls upon the Nominating  
Committee. Arlene Kapner has 
served as the nominating committee 
chair for about two years now. In the 
past she called upon various mem-
bers to help telephone fellow mem-
bers to ask if they would be willing 
to run for positions such as Presi-
dent, Vice President, Secretary, 
Treasurer, Newsletter editor and 
three Directors at Large. This year 
we'd like to have 12 people 
(including Arlene) willing to call 
fellow members from the member-
ship list. We have 125 Primary 
Members, so each volunteer would 
call about 10 people.  
 

We are working on appropriate tele-
phone scripts which would be used 
as a guide to solicit members who 
have interest in filling these posi-
tions.   All calls should be completed 
in about 1½ hours—even allowing 
an extra 15 minutes for callbacks 
when you can’t get the person the 
first time. 
 

Note that none of these officer and 
key member positions are difficult, 
and there is ample help from the out-
going officer (the same kind of help 
the current person needed the pre-
ceding year as he or she took on the 
new job). 
 

Recently our Secretary stepped 
down to attend to needs closer to 
home. When someone resigns, the 
Board appoints someone for the bal-
ance of the term. I know a couple of 

members who would be more than  
able to takes notes during our Board 
meetings (shorthand is definitely not 
a requirement). Our board (and 
OMUG) needs you now. The board 
always works to assist the Secretary 
during all meetings.  Give me a call 
if you'd be willing to fill in as Secre-
tary until the next board takes office 
in the spring. 
 

A more direct approach is also possi-
ble:  Call a board member and vol-
unteer to run for office.  Again, no 
experience necessary. Just let one of 
us know of your interest.  
 

If we all took turns sharing these re-
sponsibilities, the new ideas gener-
ated would very much enhance the 
value and the size of our terrific user 
group.  Call me today.

SEO:  Search Engine Optimization

OMUG Secretary 
President Paul Braget opened the 
October 8 General Meeting at 7:15 
PM with 26 members present.  He 
introduced the guest speaker Frank-
lyn Gallup and his subject, “Search 
Engine Optimization (SEO) or How 
to Make Search Engines Work for 
You." 
 

Franklyn lives in Centralia and runs 
a business installing and refinishing 
(or helping customers do the work of 
installing and refinishing) hardwood 
floors, including gym floors. He has 
been in this business for decades and 
is not only highly skilled, but very 
artistic, even inlaying objects into 
wood floors to enhance their value 
and looks.  People can learn about 
his services and view samples of his 
work at his website, http://
woodfloorist.com.  To view some of 
his inlaying work, go to the above 
mentioned site and scroll down and 
click on the name “Goldfish picture.” 
 

But our speaker has a second interest 
and skill which he wanted to share 
with us.  As he explained it, “I have 
been working on my website at 
WoodFloorist.com since November 
24, 2001. I have learned in that time 
how to get top search engine place-
ment for free and how to monetize 
my websites for a passive residual 
income.  So how did OMUG 
“discover” him?  Our Vice President, 
Huldah Martin, was calling past and 
inactive members of OMUG of 
which Franklyn was one, and she 
learned of his Internet interest and 
skill.  Huldah found his story fasci-

nating and this led to an invitation for 
him to be a speaker at one of our 
meetings. 
 

Franklyn conducted a fast-moving 
meeting which practically had atten-
dees sitting on the edges of their 
seats.  Through his experience, we all  
got a glimpse of how the Internet 
works, how money flows through the 
Internet and in particular how search 
engines work. His income, just as a 
passive business, amounted to 
$18,000 in 2006.  While this is a nice 
amount from a passive income busi-
ness, as Franklyn stated, it pales com-
pared to the 30 million/month 
MySpace makes or the 5 billion/
quarter Google makes. 
 

How does it all work?  He went 
through many details and gave exam-
ples during his presentation, however 
for those who were not present (or 
those that were present but want a 
refresher) his talk is described on his 
site http://woodfloorist.com.  Once on 
this site a person needs to scroll down 
to Computer Class.  Click on Com-
puter Class and you will see “OMUG 
General Meeting Presentation,” in-
cluding the talk outline as well as a 
list of class handouts/links.  Some of 
the fascinating points of his presenta-
tion included: 
 

—the magnitude of his Internet activ-
ity, including 80 domain names and 
4,000 internet pages, hence the sig-
nificant activity and income

Also present: Vice President Huldah 
Martin, Secretary Richie Cunningham, Treasurer Bill 
Smith, Newsletter Editor Sr. Dorothy Robinson, Webmas-
ter Conrad Schuler, Directors at Large Arlene Kapner, 
Vivian Forrester, and Noral Baughman.  Absent: Past 
President Max Whipps. 
 

Paul distributed the agenda, and minutes from the prior 
meeting were approved. 
 

Huldah reminded us that the 2010 OMUG Budget will 
need to be prepared by next January.  The Board discussed 
the budget preparation process. 
 

Richie reported that he is in the process of adding to the 
Standing Rules an amendment which was approved by the 
Board in September.  Paul agreed to assist Richie with the 
technical aspects of burning to a new disk Bylaws and the 
revised Standing Rules.  Each member of the Board will 
get a copy of the amended rules when they are finished. 
 

Bill gave the Treasurer’s report which this month included:  
Total Income $1,474.20 (including Rest Stop fund raiser 
donations of $1,241.52), Total Expenses of $265.27, a 
Treasury Total of $6,227.28 and a current membership 
count of 181. 
 

Sr. Dorothy introduced Board members to the social net-
working website, “Washington Green and Local Giving” 
and suggested it would be one way to publicize OMUG and 
possibly gain new members.  Using this website would be 
free and she offered to set up our page initially and main-
tain it for a limited period of time.  The idea was discussed.  
Sr. Dorothy moved to establish our account on the green-
giving.ning.com site.  Noral seconded the motion and the 
Board unanimously agreed. 
 

In old business, the July 2-4, 2011 Scatter Creek Rest Stop 
fundraiser reservation was discussed.  We decided if possi-
ble to change our current reservation to July 30-August 1, 
2011, and Paul will try to do it.  We’ll also try to schedule 
our 2011 picnic 2 weeks after the Rest Stop fundraiser. 
 

Conrad Schuler agreed to be the new APCUG representa-
tive after John Gerecht said he’d like to step down.  AP-
CUG has requested information for OMUG Board mem-
bers.  Conrad and Bill will work together to address AP-
CUG’s request. 
 

The Board discussed the Scholarship Account.  No action 
was taken except an agreement to discuss scholarship is-
sues with Scholarship Committee Chairman Bob Wing.

—how he derives income from his 
domains by creating domain diver-
sity after which Google links rele-
vant ads/websites (notice the “ads by 
Google” on the sidebar of the sites, 
including the ads Google attached to 
the page having to do with his talk to 
OMUG!) 
 

—how he frequently enhances an 
Internet searcher’s interest and resi-
dence time on his site using games, 
etc., which again potentially leads to 
greater income for him and a higher 
search engine rank for his site.  An 
example would be his Air Force 
game (from http://wood floorist.com  
Scroll down to and click on the jet-
fighter picture.

1. Writer's Tools is one of these 
items and is claimed to be truly a 
must-have for professional and non-
professional writers.  Some of the 
features are the Email Backup Tool, 
Lookup Tool, and Post to Microblog 
Tool. 
 

2. LanguageTool makes it possible 
to check for grammatical and lan-
guage errors. 
 

3. Professional Template Pack II 
will help you create professional-
looking documents and presenta-
tions.  It contains more than 120 
templates for the word processor, 
spread sheet and  presentation appli-
cations. 
 

4. Sun Presentation Minimizer will 
help efficiently reduce the file size of 
your presentation. 
 

5. OpenOffice.org2GoogleDocs is  
essential for people who are always 
on the go.  Allows you to  export, 
update, and import your documents 
to and from Google Docs, Zoho and 
WebDAV servers. 
 

6. Modern Impress Template is a 
collection of 30 beautiful templates. 
 

7. Dataform will generate a data 
input form for tables in Calc. 
 

8. Alternate Dialog Find & Re-
place for Writer is the enhanced 
version of Find & Replace function 
in Writer.

Puppy Follow-Up 
 
Recently, I wrote about the Puppy Linux project I was doing 
on a friend's netbook (with no hard drive). A slight change in 
the original plan brought it to success. What I described was 
using an "open" Puppy Linux live CD so she could burn each 
session on her little computer back to the CD--thus saving all 
her settings and files from session to session...just like saving 
files on a hard drive, just doing it a little differently. 
 

However, it's kind of hard to write a file to a CD with only a 
CD ROM and not a CD Writer. If the hardware isn't there, it 
just won't work...and it wasn't.  
 

So the new plan involved getting a 4 gigabyte flash drive to 
which she saves each session. She has the CD and the flash 
drive inserted before she boots the Sony Vaio, and during boot, 
Puppy on the CD searches for and finds her saved session file 
on the flash drive—which becomes part of the boot, that is, 
Puppy boots using all her saved settings, and all her files are 
available for use. When she shuts her computer down, Puppy 
saves her session back to the flash drive—this happens auto-
matically after the first time.  This sounds time-consuming, but 
it happens very fast. 
 

Now she's "in business" for the cost of a flash drive........and it 
was on sale at a great price! 
 

Now I’m working on a similar Puppy setup on an older desk-
top computer.  If you want more information about Puppy 
Linux, go to http://puppylinux.org and take a look!
